Concrete Washout- Concrete washwater is being disposed of on City of Elmira Streets. On the day of my
inspection fresh concrete washout was observed on the side of College Ave. I also observed dried wash water on
W. Fifth Street. This is completely unacceptable and a wash pit or other disposal method is necessary.

Soil Stabilization- The small area between the new sidewalks and the City streets needs to be stabilized. On the
day of my visit soil was observed directly on the catch basins on W. Fifth Street.

Inlet Control- Landscape drainage inlets between sidewalks and parking lot, need to be protected from sediment.
The drainage structure is supposed to function but have a BMP to prevent sediment from getting to underground
stormwater structure.
